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Setting Objectives

objectives of a specific learning activity or lesson.

If Students are aware of the intended outcome, they
also know where their focus should lie.

When setting objectives, give students a target for their
learning and allow them to gauge their individual
starting points in relation to the learning objective and
determine what needs their attention and where they
might need help from the teacher or others.

This clarity helps decrease anxiety about their ability o
succeed and build infrinsic moftivation when they set
personal learning objectives!

. Set Learning objectives that are specific but not restrictive
. Communicate the learning objectives to students and parents
. Connect the learning objectives to previous and future learning.

. Engage students in setting personal learning objectives.
